15.1. INTENT. 

The in tent of the Light l11dustrial Distri ct is to provide for a wide range of business uses and 
structures lhat have high standards of perfonnance and can locate near certain res idential and 
bus iness uses. The district regulations are designed to permit the development of certain 
manufactur ing or indus Lrial operations which on the basis of actua l physical and operational 
chC!racteristics, would not be detrimental to the SUITottnd]ng area or to tbe community as a whole 
by reasons of noise, dust, smoke, odor, trafCic, physical appearance or s imilar factors. Industrial 
operations within this district should be in an enclosed buildi ng, although storage ynrds or 
facil ities may be located outside. No residential uses are permitted in this district. 

15.2. PRINCIPAL PERMITTE D USES. 
\Vi thin the (J- 1) Light lndus trial District. unless otherwise rrovided, only the following principal 
uses and structures shal l be permitted by righl.

COVENANTS AND RESTRI CTlON 
EAST LAKE I t DU TRIAL PARK 

SPlRIT LAKE, 10\VA 

These covenants and restrictions for the East Lake industrial Park are provided to ensure proper use 
and high quality, appropriate development and improvements of each building site and protect 
property owners against detrimental activity that may depreciate the value of their property. 

The East Lake Industrial Park property located at Highway 9171, Spirit Lake, lowa, is developed to 
assist the commercial/industrial development in the City of Spirit Lake, Dickinson County and the 
Iowa Great Lakes con·idor area. Each parcel within the East Lake Industrial Park shall be conveyed 
subject to these Covenants and Restrictions, all of which are to attach with the land and shall be 
binding on all parties and all persons claiming them. The Developers of the property are the lowa 
Lakes Development Corporation and the Spirit Lake Development Corporation. 

Easements for installation and maintenance of utilities and drainage faci lities are reserved as shown 
qn the recorded plat. Within these easements, no structure or other buildings shall be placed or 
permitted to remain which may damage or interfere with the installation and maintenance of utility 
lines or which may change the direction or now of drainage channels in the casements. The easement 
area of each lot and all improvements in such easement area shall be maintained continuously by the 
owner of the lot except for those improvements for which a public authority or utility company is 
responsible. 

Section 1 - Permitted Uses of the Property 

The East Lake Industrial Park property is developed as a planned industrial park. Business operations 
shall be performed or carried out entirely within a building that is so designed and constructed that 
the enclosed operations and uses do not cause or produce a nuisance to other lots or property, such 
as, but not limited to, vibration, sound, electromechanica l or electromagnetic disturbances, radiation, 
air or water pollution, dust, or emission or odorous toxic, or nontoxic matter, nor create a potential 
for explosion or other hazard. Certain activities which cannot be carried on within a bui I ding may be 
permitted outs ide, provided that the activity is screened so as not to be visible from neighboring 
properties and streets. 

Section 2 - Prohibited Uses of Property 

The following operations and uses shall not be permitted on any property: 

I. Residential use of any kind. 
2. Trailer courts or recreational vehicle campground. 
3. Junk yards/salvage yards. 
4. Dri lling for and removing oi l, gas, or other hydrocarbon substances. 
5. Refining of petroleum of its products. 
6. Commercial liquid propane storage/distribution yards. 
7. Commercial evacuation of building or construction materials. 
8. Disti ll ulion ofbones.
